STAFF RECOMMENDATION(S) 

Receive an update on the procurement of a new Transit Operations Contract. 

BACKGROUND 

At the November 3, 2025 TAC meeting, the Committee reviewed the draft RFP for YoloTD’s 
procurement of a new contract for transit operations.  All operations and maintenance of 
Yolobus, BeeLine, and Paratransit services are performed by a private contractor under 
contract with Yolo Transportation District. The current contractor is Transdev, Inc.  

The procurement of a new transit operations contract is one of the agency’s most 
consequential decisions. It will touch nearly every aspect of our agency’s core mission, vision 
and values.   

The RFP was released on November 21, 2025. Here is the current procurement calendar: 
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A total of four bids were received before the deadline. Staff are currently reviewing the bids 
for completeness.  

Evaluation Panel: We have convened an evaluation panel to review and score bids, 
participate in interviews with the top bidders, and make a recommendation to the Board of 
Directors on which bidder to select. The evaluation panel includes representatives from 
YoloTD member jurisdictions, other transit agencies, and regional partners. 

The evaluation panel consists of one representative from each of the following entities: 
• YoloTD
• City of Davis
• City of West Sacramento
• City of Woodland
• Yuba-Sutter Transit
• Unitrans
• Sacramento Area Council of Governments (SACOG)
• Yolo TD Citizens Advisory Committee (non-voting member)

The evaluation panel held its kickoff meeting on Thursday, February 12. 

Because the evaluation panel does not include representatives from all TAC participants, 
YoloTD staff recommends adding a special meeting of the TAC to discuss the Evaluation 
Panel’s recommendations in early April, prior to the YoloTD Board action on the 
procurement.
